2.6. Creation of international collaborations and partner communities.
3. Membership in the Club

3.1. Membership in the Club is voluntary. Any person over the age of 18 who
shares the Club’s goals and values may become a member.

3.2. Members of the Club may be individuals as well as legal entities
(companies, organizations).

3.3. Rights of members of the Club:

- Participation in the Club's events and projects;

- Use of the Club's resources for joint initiatives;

- Representation of the Club in other organizations by decision of the Board.
